Our “Return to the Hunt” program continues to grow
as a powerful space for connection, responsibility, and
healing—and this spring, our young men are stepping
forward with purpose.

As they prepare for our 2nd annual MMIWG2S+ hike
on May 8th, they are calling on the entire community
to stand beside them. Guided by their mentors and
supported by dedicated helpers, these young men are
not only learning traditional values—they are living
them. They are taking up the responsibility to speak, to
walk, and to bring awareness to the ongoing crisis of
Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women, Girls, and
Two-Spirit people.

This hike is more than an event. It is a commitment. A
commitment to remember those who are missing. A
commitment to honor the families who continue to
carry grief and unanswered questions. And a
commitment from the next generation to ensure that
these voices are never silenced or forgotten.

Through the “Return to the Hunt” program,
participants are taught the importance of respect,
protection, and accountability within their roles as
young men in the community.

Standing alongside mentors who model these
teachings, they are reclaiming what it means to walk in
a good way—grounded in culture, guided by
responsibility, and driven by care for their people.

Now, they are asking for your support.

On May 8th, we invite all community members—
families, Elders, youth, and allies—to come together in
unity. Your presence matters. Walking alongside these
young men sends a strong message: that this issue
affects us all, and that together, we will continue to
raise awareness, demand change, and uplift the voices
of those who can no longer speak.

Let us walk together. Let us stand together. Let us
show these young leaders that they are not alone in
this journey.
